The writer of this page has 

produced a good story using all the 

features of the pack. 
 

The masthead is bold and clear with 

reference to the school name and the 

ears have extra information. 
 

The headline spans across the whole 

page and is in proportion to dominate 

the front page. 
 

The picture supports the lead story 

and has a caption which tells the 

reader what the picture shows. There 

is normally only one picture on the 

front page of a tabloid even though 

there are usually two or three stories. 
 

This paper is printed in 9 point so that 

if enlarged on a photocopier by 130% 

it will fill an A3 page and look like a 

tabloid page printed in 12 point text. 
 

The Puffs at the top of the page point 

the reader to some of the stories on 

the inside pages and the jump line tell 

you where to find them. 
 

Every article has a by-line and a bar 

code is in a suitable place for 

newsagents.  
 

Use only one font for the stories and 

often a different one for the titles. The 

font has to be easily read or many 

people will give up. Most papers use 

a “Serif font” for the story text and a 

“Sans-serif font” for the headlines. 
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The page design has to look simple 

although it  may take a lot of work to 

make it look right. No frames round 

text and just thin simple lines between 

stories. Best designs use spaces rather 

than  lines.
